Project Overview:

United Contractors, Inc. was contracted by
Hawkins Construction Company to build the
WB bridge of the 80 Platte River Crossing.

United’s foundation work on the 10 Span bridge
included installing 2 temporary bridges for access,
installing 9 cofferdams, and driving 19,750 LF

of HP 14 x 89 piling.

Substructure concrete work consisted of
constructing 9 piers and 2 abutments containing
2500 CY of concrete. 60 prestressed concrete
beams, the largest measuring 166 ft. long and
weighing 80 tons were erected.

The bridge was decked using permanent metal
panels and an 8" deck was poured containing
3500 CY of concrete. The deck was poured in
four sections, with the largest measuring 500 ft
long and containing 1000 CY of concrete.

The project was completed under the close watch
of the USACE and the USFWS due to the critical
habitat that the bridge spans.
