Project Overview: 
 
The United Contractors, Inc., as a 
subcontractor of Hawkins Construction 
performed the bridge work on this project 
from the South abutment across the Kansas 
River. 
 
United forces assisted in the placement of 
700 LF of 10 FT diameter and 525 LF of 8 
FT diameter cased drilled shafts.   
 
United constructed 12 piers, 5 of which were 
founded on 11,730 LF of 12” H-piling.  3950 
CY of concrete will go into the substructure 
and deck of United’s portion of the work.  
The deck will get a silica fume concrete 
overlay at the end of the project. 
 
United forces will erect 2900 tons of 
structural steel beams for the deck to rest  
on. 
 
Work on this project is mostly being 
performed in the Kansas River with the aid 
of a temporary causeway, temporary bridge 
and cofferdams.  United also installed 300 
LF of PZC-18 sheeting to construct piers in  
the levees on each side of the river.
